LEARN MORE ABOUT THE CONTESTS For complete information, read and follow all the rules provided for TMTA Performance Contests in the TMTA Member Handbook posted at www.tmta.org. The TMTA SA Performance Contest is the premier event for students who wish to perform and compete at the highest level. Competitors must prepare a program of varied pieces to be performed from memory in front of multiple judges. After winning in local and regional rounds, students will perform in the State contest at the annual TMTA Convention, with top prizes obtaining monetary awards. Categories include Piano Solo, Piano Concerto, Vocal Solo, and Orchestral Instruments Solo. This event strives for performances of the highest possible ability and artistry. 

General Information 
1. It is imperative that the performances exhibit high standards and be worthy of presentation at the state level.
2.Students should not compete at the local level unless it is their intent to compete as far as they advance. It is the responsibility of both teacher and student to ensure that all contest requirements are met.
3.All teachers must be listed on the registration form.
4.All music must be published and copyrighted. Any cadenzas performed must be from standard repertoire, copyrighted, and published (this does not include desktop publishing).•Names of students, teachers, and any other identifying marks must have been removed from the music.•Measures should be numbered.•Handwritten manuscripts, photocopies, or computer-generated manuscripts of any kind including transpositions or unpublished transcripts are not acceptable without written permission from both the publisher and the copyright holder. Such permission should be visibly attached to the music. No portion of music may be handwritten.
5.The same repertoire must be used at all contest levels. The entire program of each student must have been heard at the local level. The student may decide the order of music at the semi-finals if there is not enough time for the entire program. Judges at the state final round may stop and start at any point in the piece.
6.With the exception of lengthy orchestral tuttis, each selection must be performed in its entirety. No other cuts are allowed. One movement of a sonata or concerto is considered a complete selection.

REGIONALS (as Local Finalist) OR STATE LEVEL (as Semi-Finalist) 
1. See TMTA handbook for the number of local finalists allowed in each division to enter the Regional Contest.
2. If a student wins as a FINALIST in the regional contest they will advance as a semi-finalist in the state contest.
3. Check the TMTA Member Handbook for fees. Regional and Semi-Finals Entry Fees are paid after winning the local contest and in addition to the local entry fees.
4. All entries for the regional or semi-finals are submitted by the local chair. PLEASE check with the local chair to make sure all necessary forms have been filled out.

Highlights of MTNA Piano Performance Competitions
The MTNA National Competitions are the most successful and prestigious student competitions in the country Each year, thousands of students compete for top prizes and national recognition. The purpose of the Music Teachers National Association Performance competitions is to provide educational experiences for students and teachers and to recognize exceptionally talented young artists and their teachers in their pursuit of musical excellence. 
The three-tiered Junior, Senior and Young Artist Performance Competitions begin with state competitions. The winners/representatives of each state's competitions advance to a video-only division competition. Division winners compete in the national finals at the annual MTNA National Conference. The state competitions are considered the primary educational level with the division and national levels showcasing outstanding performance and honoring significant pedagogical achievement. 
The three-tiered Junior, Senior and Young Artist Performance Competitions begin with state competitions. With the uncertainties caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, states have the option in 2021 to hold live or video competitions. Search for your state  to verify the type of competition and other details. The winners/representatives of each state’s competitions advance to a video-only division competition. All videos will receive comments from the judges. Division winners/representatives will compete in person at the national finals during the annual MTNA National Conference. In the event that the MTNA National Conference is cancelled, the finals will be a video round.
